vocals, fiddle/viola

-  1 vocal mic, 1 input for Accusound pickup (NB doesn’t require DI box, just xlr cable with phantom power) for fiddle/viola
Richard:
vocals, melodeons 

-  1 vocal mic, 1 input for AKG pickup (NB doesn’t require DI box, just xlr cable with phantom power) for melodeon
Gav:
vocals, guitar, cittern

-  1 vocal mic, 1 DI for guitar, 1 DI for cittern

Where:

I = instrument microphone

V = vocal microphone

D = DI (jack input for instrument pick-up)

x = xlr input (with phantom power)
Summary of requirements:

4 vocal microphones

1 instrument microphone (for bagpipe chanter – non-directional)

3 DI’s (for fiddle, guitar & cittern)

2 xlr inputs with phantom power for fiddle/viola pickup, and for melodeon pickup

Fold back – we need to be able to hear ourselves and each other. Depending on the venue, in an ideal world 4 monitors with 4 different mixes would be best, but we can manage with less if we have to.

As we play a wide range of accompanied and unaccompanied songs and instrumental sets with different combinations of instruments and vocals, we need to have constant sound engineering attention, and as long a sound check as possible – 45 minutes as a bare minimum. Thank you in advance!
