They approach teaching with the same enthusiasm and joy which sparks through their performances, aiming to give all participants a sense of achievement and of course enjoyment!  
Any workshop can be tailored specifically to meet the needs of the event and participants, and no previous experience (or ability to read music) is required. Here are some ideas of what Crucible can offer.

Harmony Song/ Learn Harmony 
These can be two separate workshops or workshop series, or one workshop with a mix of learning.  Harmony Song: Crucible introduce several 4-part songs, encouraging all participants to ‘have a good sing’ and to experience the power of singing in harmony.  Rousing and fun.  Learn Harmony: Crucible give hints and tips and lead practical exercises on how to create your own harmonies with confidence.

French dance
